If you pay support...
...especially if you don't have a wage attachment:

Did you know...that you can pay support by:

· credit card 
· automatic withdrawal [image: image1]from your bank account 

· pay by phone [image: image2]
Yes! You can pay support by having your payments deducted from your checking account or by other payment methods.
In fact there are several payment methods available! 

1. Credit Card - this is available through the SCDU AVR; you are prompted through the SCDU AVR and approval of your payment is made on line and you are given a confirmation number of the payment; VISA and Mastercard are the only credit cards available. Call the SCDU AVR at (1-877-PAS-SCDU) (1-877-727-7238). 

2. Regular Automatic Withdrawal (RAW) - call SCDU Customer Service (1-877-727-7238) and SCDU will send a package to you for completion. Once processed, SCDU and your bank take care of the rest! After a 10-day "prenote process", your support payments will be automatically taken from your checking account when due. These payments will only be stopped if SCDU gets a reject of the withdrawal or if you call SCDU Customer Service to stop it. 

3. Pay by Phone (PBP) - this works similarly to RAW, but is done solely on the SCDU AVR after setup (setup is the same as RAW - you need to call SCDU customer service). However, the key difference is that each time you want to make a payment by having your payment deducted from your checking account (or savings account) with this method, you must call the SCDU AVR and make the request. Again, the SCDU AVR prompts you through the process. This is not automatic. As with RAW, you can call Customer Service and stop the service.
