Each proposal must be in sufficient detail to permit evaluation, at a minimum, with respect to the following issues.  Proposals must 

include the information that is specifically requested herein as well as such additional information as a respondent deems relevant to 

the process. Each respondent agrees that the proposal submitted constitutes a firm offer to the County that cannot be withdrawn for 

ninety (90) days from the proposal's due date. 

The names, experience, and qualifications of the individual(s) who would be primarily responsible for 

performing services on behalf of the County;
A statement of assurance that your firm is not currently in violation of any regulatory rules and regulations 

that may have any impact on your firm’s operations; and
A statement that your firm or principals are not involved in any current or pending litigation involving 

Lackawanna County, or any of its Departments or Authorities.
The vendor’s demonstrated experience and expertise in printing and mailing brochures/newsletters.  

Experience shall include current and past services provided of similar scope and size, as well as experience of 

support staff and management.

All submittals must state that there are no conflicts of interest to which the firm would be subject if it were to provide the requested 

services on behalf of the County.

9. COMMUNICATION WITH ELECTED OR APPOINTED OFFICIALS:
