Player Registration
Each team has up to fi ve players. Unlimited 
substitutions are permitted when the ball is 
not in play.

Games are played to 20 points or for 25 
minutes. Each team is allowed three 45-
second time-outs.

Scoring
Baskets scored within the arc count as one 
point. Baskets scored beyond the arc counts 
as two points. Ball changes possession after 
each basket.

Fouls
In most instances there will be a referee on 
your court. Otherwise, all fouls are called by 
the players ON THE COURT at the time of 
the foul. We will eject any team or player for 
improper conduct.

Referees
Don’t abuse them! Idiot behavior by a 
coach, parent, player, or fan will result in
immediate removal from the tournament 
site.  We are all here to have fun. If you can’t 
play nice, coach nice, and cheer nice — then 
stay home and be miserable by yourself!  
We mean it!

Weather Policy
Adverse Weather conditions may result in:

• Delay of games and/or moving games to 
 another court.
• Reduce the number of points required to win.
• Move to an indoor site.
• Reschedule the tournament for another date.
• Canceling the Tournament. In the unlikely 
 event of cancellation of the tournament 
 due to adverse weather conditions, each 
 team will receive their player T-shirts and 
 team registration packet. Under no 
 circumstances will your team receive a 
 full cash refund of the entry fee.
